We have implemented a Guest 
Speaker program to begin each of our Boardworker Training 
Classes in which members of the community with assistive 
needs address the class and cover some basic talking points 
to raise the audience’s awareness on how to best serve the 
voter. 
 
We would like you to relay your personal experiences at the 
polls and offer our boardworkers any words of advice that 
you feel would better enable them to serve Maricopa 
County’s electorate.   If you could give a brief presentation 
of 10-15 minutes at the beginning of the class I am 
confident that your story will help them to help voters in the 
future.
