In Arizona we have had a form of provisional
voting for years N going back to before we
were a state.

Previously called 0B
OQuestion Ball ot so,

It was determined that they were eligible.

Historically the most common reason this
occurs Is due to voters not maintaining a
current voter registration when they move.
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With the implementation of a Permanent
Early Voting List (PEVL) we have seen a
shift in Provisional voting.

Previously on average 1% of the voters who
had requested an early ballot went to the
polls and voted a provisional.

After PEVL, that has tripled to 3% (in some
cases quadrupling the actual number).
